Although we may not have realized it at the time, we
were rich beyond words and we treasure the memories of growing up in their
loving care. Paul would often sing “You are my Sunshine” and “Let me call you
Sweetheart” to Mabel. We carried this tradition on and sang these songs to
Mom in the nursing home. Sometimes she would sing along with us giving us
more treasured memories to hold onto. We were truly blessed by God in our



parents.
